In the course of your duties, you will prepare and review procurement sensitive data and must therefore comply with nondisclosure and non-competition requirements.  As such, you are required to act in full compliance with OMB Circular A-76, which requires you to maintain a firewall and prohibits any discussion between MEO team members and PWS/Market Research team members regarding the Requirements Document/PWS, the MEO, Agency Tender, Agency Cost Estimate, or any information associated estimates of or actual offerors’ bids.  You are also prohibited from disclosing confidential, proprietary, and/or source selection information to any individual or entity, unless that individual is authorized by the Contracting Officer (CO) to receive such information.  Similarly, requests for information or clarification on requirements should be made from the Agency Tender Official to the CO.  Electronic and hardcopy data shall be kept in secure locations, with formal firewalls maintained between data locations.
