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A group of individuals, comprised of technical and

functional experts, formed to develop the PWS/RD and quality assurance surveillance plan, and to assist the CO in developing the solicitation.


Being a PWS/RD Team Member

PWS/RD Team members develop an objective statement of the Government’s requirements by participating in data collection interviews and obtaining workload data counts.  They review draft and final PWS/RD and QASP documents.  They review the draft 
solicitation and questions that are 
received from prospective offerors.  They are required to comply with OMB Circular A-76 (Revised).  PWS/RD Team membership requires careful attention to detail, good writing skills, and a high degree of objectivity.
